• Staff taught to defend against threat 
• 100% voluntary 
• Must be trained by licensed DPS 
• ZERO tolerance program 
• Board approval – vote to accept program 
• Guardian selection 

o Volunteers 
o Pre-qualify for training 
o Must be LTC 
o Comprehensive background 
o Psychological evaluation 
o Written permission from Administration 
o Required to go through annual recertification scoring at least 90% 
o 16-20 hours training 

• Only Superintendent, Principal knows who guardians are
